1. Friends and Family Rep

Likes the idea of buying product for personal use at representative discounts; sells to neighbors, friends, etc. through catalog orders and home parties.
2. Short-Term Rep

Sells for a short period of time; wants to earn a specified amount; stops when she reaches her goal.

3. Hobby Rep

Loves doing home parties and earning extra money when it’s convenient; works a lot some months and less other months.

4. Part Time Rep

Part-time consistent representative who desires to make a specified monthly income to pay for nursery school, car payment, kid’s activities, etc.

5. Business Building Rep

Views Silpada Designs as a viable career; knows it can provide a full time income; pursues management and wants to move up the career ladder; works at her business in a consistent and on-going manner.  It’s a real job!

· What do I have to lose?

· Nothing.  Once you pay off your investment, you keep the profit.

· You also keep all the jewelry you bought and received during your Fast Start.

· What is the average take home pay per home show party?

· The average home show retail sale is $750; from which your take home pay is $225.

· When do you get paid?

· You get paid immediately.  Guests will write their checks to you.  

· You earn 30% immediate profit on your personal retail sales.  

· The company handles and processes Visa/MC for its representatives.

· How much should I invest?

· Invest as much as you can afford.

· “Product sells product.”

· “The more jewelry you have, the larger your display will be.”

· How fast will I get my investment back?

· You can earn your initial sign-up investment back after doing approximately four shows.

· What is the sign up cost?

· ONLY $199.00.  Plus you have the opportunity to purchase jewelry, belts, and watches at 50% off … this order must be submitted at the same time as your contract.

· How much can I expect to earn on my personal sales?

· It depends on the amount you want to work.
· You can earn $225 a week by holding just one (1) home show a week.
