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     I get asked almost daily about Silpada and how I got started.  I love to tell this story and hope that you find it interesting.

     In February 2002, I was really feeling restless and out of balance.  I was fortunate enough to be able to stay home with my three children, but had become bored and unchallenged with the daily routine of a stay-at-home mom.   I had become over scheduled with responsibilities at school and church.  I had no goals and no direction.   I had been invited to a Silpada Designs show in December 2001 but had been unable to attend because of previous commitments.  I got a chance to look at the catalog and was really impressed with the jewelry selections.  I do not consider myself a “jewelry person”  but I still couldn’t believe the fantastic selection of designs, price points and quality product Silpada offered in their catalog.  My mind started turning and when my neighbor and very good friend Vicki Prescott had a Silpada Designs show in January, 2002, I was extremely curious to actually see and touch the beautiful product.  I was not disappointed--I WAS HOOKED!  I knew just by looking at this beautiful line of jewelry that I could fit Silpada in my life!  The funny thing is that I really wasn’t even looking for a job!
     I was determined to be a success with Silpada without changing the things that were the most important to me.  I knew that I would need to make some changes about how I would find time to fit Silpada into my busy life but I wanted those decisions to be mine.   I didn’t want to give up the activities (exercise and tennis) that I had enjoyed because I hadn’t been working.  I also attend all of my children’s functions and continue to be involved at their schools and church.  I schedule my shows around their events.   This is very important to me.  I feel very strongly that at this point of my life, I should not have to compromise for any reason the things that I value the most:  family, church, and taking care of myself.  Silpada has allowed me to do this and much, much more.    Financially, Silpada has been beyond anything I could have imagined.  
     For the first two months that I sold Silpada, I simply fit it into my schedule and worked the shows as they became available.  It was about the third month when I realized WOW I could really make some money doing this and have a lot of fun, too!  I really had no idea.  I had started selling Silpada more or less as a hobby.  Now, after only three months, the financial aspects of Silpada became more important.  I was ready to make a difference in my family’s financial future.   Along with my commissions from my shows, I started to build a team and started to earn compensation from my organization as well.  IT WAS AMAZING TO ME because I really had no idea when I started how fast I could build an organization and how well I would be compensated.    As of March, 2004,  I am fortunate to have a team of 162 ladies in Ohio and from all over the United States.    Some of them do Silpada full time like I do—some of them do it as fun, part-time job to earn some money and a lot of free jewelry.  The average commission from a show is about $250 so most reps earn about $1000  working four nights a month!  Duplicate that and you can see the earning potential and the recruiting possibilities.    Either way, they are rewarded because they are making their own choices and are running their own business.   Isn’t that what it is all about?   

     I am at the point now where I want to tell everyone about Silpada and how it has changed my life.  My family life is more balanced and I have become a very important contributor  to our ever growing expenses brought on by everyday life.  I truly believe that anyone could sell Silpada if they want to;  they just need to know what their goals are before they get started!  Is it financial?  Will it be a fun activity to get out of the house?  Many women are searching for personal growth as a reason to sell Silpada.  The point is it your choice to do what you want with this opportunity.    If you like the jewelry, buy a piece or two and enjoy it!  If you love the jewelry, have a Silpada Designs Open House.  If you want it all, financial and personal growth, let’s get together and talk about it!
